· Captain Brudnicki commanded the Coast Guard Ship that performed two dramatic rescues during the worst weather in more than 100 years, which became known as ‘The Perfect Storm” and inspired the book that was on the NY Times best-seller list and the blockbuster movie starring George Clooney.

· The Perfect Storm is not an isolated incident.  Throughout his 30 year Coast Guard career you could generally find Captain Brudnicki in the wrong place at the wrong time.  

· He commanded 4 ships - the first when he was only 23 years-old.

· Captain Brudnicki also:
· Led the team that converted almost all federal buoys and lighthouses to solar power and earned the Coast Guard international recognition,

· Became the Facilities Engineer for President Reagan’s Inauguration,

· Helped save the federal government from the liability of the $5 Billion cost of the clean-up operation during the EXXON VALDEZ oil spill disaster,

· Coordinated the efforts of 80 government agencies and directed all Coast Guard Operations for the 1995 America’s Cup Races in San Diego,

· Seized a Chinese vessel in the East China Sea for a violation of a United Nations Moratorium on high seas drift net fishing,

· And, he created an organized counter-drug operation for the Coast Guard in the Pacific Ocean, where he had tactical control of ships and aircraft that seized 150 tons of pure cocaine, including the ten largest cocaine seizures two years in a row.

· After he was no longer paid to get cold and wet, Captain Brudnicki began his second career as a Professional Speaker, Author and Consultant.

· He has appeared on CNN, Fox Business News, ABC, The History Channel, National Geographic, The Learning Channel, Discovery, The Travel Channel, The Weather Channel and the Outdoor Life Network.

· Captain Brudnicki was inducted into the Coast Guard Hall of Heroes in 2009.
